Mai ntai ning a conplete and up-to-date tariff can beconme quite conpl ex,
especially when there is a great deal of tariff revision activity underway.
This conplexity is increased when several revisions are nade to the sane
tariff page(s) in a short period of time. It is also conplicated by the
use of Tariff Supplenents to change dates, defer proposed revisions, et
cetera.

A way of dealing with this conplexity requires that each FCC Transmitta
Letter and associated tariff pages be dealt with separately and

sequentially, preferably as received. |If several transmittal letters are
received at one tine, or several are to be dealt with at one tine, it is
still best to deal with them sequentially.

Following is an explanation of how filings are nmade, what they contain, and
a suggested procedure for dealing with each Transnmittal Letter.

Filings Made with the Federal Communi cati ons Commi ssi on (FCC)

Whenever changes are required to any tariffs, a filing containing new or
revised tariff pages must be made with the FCC. A copy of this filing,
generally referred to as a "filing package", is sent to individuals on a
predet erm ned NECA distribution list.

Unl ess a given filing has a particular urgency, it usually will not be sent
out the same day it is filed with the FCC, rather, it will be held at NECA
until a filing requiring quick distribution is mde, or several filings
accurmmul ate. This is done to reduce the nunmber of mailings sent from NECA

summari zing the filings and highlighting those of greater inportance.

For example, if 4th Revised Page 66 has an Effective Date of January 1,
1989, and it is January 15, 1989, it is not necessary to retain copies of
3rd, 2nd, 1st revisions of Page 6-6. Recent Supplenments should be
checked to see if effective dates have been deferred.

If the Effective Date of the 4th Revi sed Page has not passed, examninethe

There are several ways of changing the effective date of a tariff page.

Supplenents are nunbered
sequentially. These supplenments are an integral part of the tariff
and it is suggested that they be filed in the front of the tariff,
preceding the Title Page.
