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General

This tariff references the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc., Tariff F.C.C. No. 5 for its terms and conditions.  This tariff contains rates applicable to Interstate Access Services provided within the State of Kansas by the Southern Kansas Telephone Co., Inc. with the exception of Carrier Common Line rates.  Carrier Common Line rates are as set forth in National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc., Tariff F.C.C. No. 5, at 17.1.1.

This tariff comports the F.C.C. Fpart 61 rules in 47 C.F.R. Section 61.39 as promulgated by the Report and Order in CC Docket No. 86-47, adopted May 14, 1987 and released June 29, 1987.  Consequently, this tariff cross references the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc., Tariff F.C.C. No. 5 for terms and conditions.
