EchoStar Satellite L.L.C. has filed an application to construct, launch and operate a geostationary satellite in the fixed satellite service
at 113° W.L. operating in the 18.3-18.8 and 19.7-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth) and 28.35-28.6 and 29.25-20.0 GHz (Earth-to-space)
frequency bands.
